Composite numbers, Twin primes, Co – Primes, Prime Factorisation, HCF by Prime 
Factorisation, HCF by long division method. LCM by prime factorisation, LCM by common 
division method, relationship between two numbers and their LCM and HCF. 

3. Basic Geometrical Concepts – Point, line, line segment, ray, collinear points, open and closed 
figures, polygons, Angles, triangles, quadrilaterals, circles. 

4. Fractions – Introduction, equivalent fractions, simplest form of fractions, comparison and 
ordering of fractions, operations on fractions (addition and subtraction of like and unlike 
fractions). 

5. Decimals – Introduction, decimal fractions, expanded form, equivalent decimals, conversion 
of a decimal into a fraction, conversion of a fraction into a decimal, addition and subtraction 
of decimals. 

6. Understanding elementary shapes – Pairs of lines – intersecting lines, parallel lines, skewed 
lines, perpendicular lines, types of angles, classification of triangles (by their sides, by their 
angles) 

7. Construction of angles   30°, 45°, 60°,   75°,  90°,  105°, 120°,135° and 150°  using ruler 
and compass.
